Ballot information and instructions on how to vote online for the candidates for the
2009-10 Psi Chi National Council will be sent on February 1, 2009, to all active chap-
ters. Your chapter’s vote is important as it determines the leadership of Psi Chi and
thus Psi Chi policy. The deadline to return the electronic ballot is March 15, 2009.
